Ethology is the scientific and objec-
tive study of animal behavior under
natural conditions, as opposed to
behaviorism, which focuses on behav-
ioral response studies in a laboratory
or controlled environment settings.
Ethologists have been particularly
concerned with the evolution of
behavior and the understanding of
behavior in terms of the theory of nat-
ural selection. In one sense, the first
modern ethologist was Charles
Darwin, whose book, The Expression
of the Emotions in Man and Animals
influenced many future ethologists.

Understanding ethology or animal
behavior can be important in animal
training. Considering the natural
behaviors of different species or
breeds enables the trainer to select
the individuals best suited to perform
the required task. It also enables the
trainer to encourage the performance
of naturally occurring behaviors and
also the discontinuance of undesir-
able behaviors.

Training isn’t hard as long as you
are willing to put time and follow my
formula to have success — patience,
persistence, consistency and repeti-
tion. If you still fail, it’s on you ... not
your dog. You didn’t stick to the for-
mula.
